Visitation House Supported Through
Queen City Marathon 2024

Fr. John Weckend ran in the first
marathon in 2001 and since then has
raised over $200,000 in support of
Visitation House, an outreach centre for
women in downtown Regina, under the
auspices of the Archdiocese of Regina.

At the heart of Buyer Resist’s efforts is an artificial
intelligence-powered chatbot that intercepts men who are
buying sex and guides them towards recovery from sexual
addiction and brokenness.
